APPLICATION AND SELECTION PROCESS FOR 2008-2009 SCHOOL YEAR

Welcome to Arts High’s application and selection process for the 2008-2009
school year. To be eligible to audition, applicants must meet minimum
academic, attendance, and behavior standards. Eligibility is documented
through transcripts, report cards and other school records. Letters of
recommendation are not accepted. Once the applicants qualify by meeting
the basic standards, each applicant is judged on talent. (GPA is not a factor
once the basic standard is met.)

Applicants may audition for only one art area—dance, music, theatre or
visual arts during an audition period. Dance, Music, Theatre and Visual Arts
auditions will be held on the same date. (Musical Theatre, TV/Film, and
Technical Theatre are electives ONLY and do not have separate auditions for
entrance.)

Students who participate the full four years reap the greatest benefits from
the Arts High program. The majority of the selected students for the 2008-
2009 school year will be incoming grade 9 students. If space is available in
other grade levels, incoming grade 10 and grade 11 applicants will be
considered for enrollment. No incoming grade 12 students will be accepted
for enrollment this upcoming school year due to the large size of our
current student body.

The application process is as follows:

1. Complete the application form with parent and student signatures.
The application form requests information regarding parents’
education level and the date the student entered school in the
United States. This information is being solicited by the California
State Department of Education for inclusion in the statewide
“California School Information Services” (CSIS) database system. The
system allows participating school districts to electronically expedite



student information when transferring from one school to another. A

random student number is assigned by CSIS.

* Attach a clear, concise personal statement to the application, in
legible writing or typing, telling (1) why you want to attend Arts
High and (2) what special interests and abilities you have in the art

2. After it has been signed by your parent(s) or guardian(s), take the
“Request for Grades and Assessment” form to the Counseling Office at
your school. This form requests unofficial transcripts or report cards
and Language Proficiency information. The school should provide this
information to the parents no later than five days following their
request (California Ed. Code 49069, Absolute Right to Access). Make
sure the “Request for Grades and Assessment” form is given to you by
the school and not mailed by the school to Arts High. All forms and
transcripts must be turned into Arts High together, not separately.
Any document submitted separately will be returned and no
audition appointment will be provided.

* BOTH YOUR SPRING 2007 GRADES (generally ends June 2007) AND
FALL 2007 GRADES (generally ends January 2008) THROUGH
UNOFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS OR REPORT CARDS MUST BE ATTACHED
TO THE “REQUEST FOR GRADES AND ASSESSMENT” FORM.
Applications that do not have both sets of grades will not be
processed. No letters of recommendation are being accepted. To
be eligible, you must achieve at least a “C” average (2.0 GPA)
with no failures in both the Spring 2007 semester grades and the
Fall 2007 semester grades (not cumulative).

3. After it has been signed by your parent(s) or guardian(s), take the
“Special Services Certification” form to the Counseling Office or the
office that handles Special Services at your school. Make sure the
form is returned to you and not mailed by the school. IF THE
APPLICANT DOES NOT RECEIVE SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES, IT IS
NOT NECESSARY TO GIVE THIS FORM TO YOUR SCHOOL. JUST MARK
ACROSS THE TOP OF THE PAGE “DOES NOT RECEIVE ANY SPECIAL
EDUCATION SERVICES OR ACCOMMODATIONS AND SIGN THE
DOCUMENT.

4, Complete the “Media Access Agreement Form.”
APPLICANTS MAY APPLY TO AUDITION FOR ONE ART AREA ONLY PER

ENTRANCE PERIOD. Applicants who do not audition successfully during this
current audition are encouraged to re-audition for any art area at future



auditions (see exception for the Theatre Department on page 10). If a
department establishes a waiting list, it will remain active until the third
week of the Fall 2008 semester.

For students on the waiting lists, there is a possibility space may become
available prior to the Fall 2008 semester or into the third week of the Fall
2008 semester. Students will be accepted as openings occur during these
time periods.

AUDITION RESULTS WILL BE MAILED ONE MONTH AFTER THE AUDITION
DATE.

Students who successfully meet the application and audition criteria will
be conditionally accepted for enrollment to Arts High. They are required
to submit with their acceptance package their Spring 2008 semester
(generally ends June 2008) report card or transcript to verify that they
have successfully met the 2.0 GPA requirement with no failures. If the
criterion is not met or the report card or transcript is not received by the
requested deadline date, the student will not be enrolled.
